OLD MILL CHILDHOOD BY KATHLEEN POTTER—part two PUB LIFE—THE WOODMAN INN

Most of the customers in the Woodman were locals, the miners from the cottages and the farmers. As you entered the Wood-
man at the front door there was a passage leading down to the kitchen and the bar. The Tap Room was on the right of the
passage, with wooden benches with high backs near the walls. There was a table in the middle of the room and by the fire-
place was a large Windsor-type chair which was only occupied by Mr Jagger, the owner of the Old Mill, who lived in a large
detached house down the lane near the mill. He was a big man with a walking stick and nobody else sat in his chair. As far
as I know Old Mill was a wire mill and I think they made needles. I understand it shut in 1926, two years after we arrived
at the Woodman. The stairs to the Woodman were opposite the front door and to the left was the Best Room which had a
piano in it and never seemed to be used to me. Upstairs there were two front bedrooms and at the back a long bedroom over
the kitchen. Over the bar was a loft attic which was used for storing apples.

When the beer was delivered to the Woodman we had a sack of flour delivered as well. This was kept in the cellar as we
made our own bread. There was not much shop bread in those days. The kitchen had a range with an oven and boiler to
heat the water. We mostly burnt wood on the stove as there was plenty around in the woods. My father and brother

Sid had a big two-man cross saw in the barn where we kept the sawn up logs. My mother had to learn how to make

bread as she had not done this before. My father used to know how to bake bread as he had watched his mother baking
when he was a boy. My mother was kept very busy with the washing etc. and only had my sister Margaret, who had just left
school, to help her. My sister Margaret did most of the cleaning as my mother seemed to spend most of the time in the wash
house. It had a copper in there to heat the water.

At the side of the Woodman, across a paved area, was the wash-house, where we often used to play on rainy days. There
were steps leading up from the paved area to the farmyard at the back. There was a large barn, stable and four fields. We
never kept any animals but had a lot of poultry and geese. The barber who had a shop in Thurgoland used to bring his wife
for a walk down to the Old Mill in summer and while he joined the men in the Tap Room at the Woodman, his wife used to
have a drink, probably red wine, with my mother in the kitchen.

The Woodman was quite busy in the summer, especially at weekends. We would have ramblers coming from Barnsley for
the weekend. My father had a fixed bell ten up in one of the fields for them and we used to have tables outside the kitchen
on the paved area where we served teas. The ramblers used to take us children for walks with them and we used to play
games; they were more like friends coming nearly every weekend, especially Madge and Robin. Also on Sundays we had the
‘Turns’ from Barnsley Theatre as there was no performance on Sunday so it was a change for them. to be continued ....
